Why Not?

Sometimes, that discomfort turns into
avoidance—the ‘it won’t happen if I just don’t think about it’ mindset. While the human mind is a
powerful thing, it cannot make itself immortal.



When a person dies unexpectedly it can be
overwhelming for their loved ones. It becomes
necessary for somebody to make hundreds of decisions
in just a matter of hours, at a time when they are trying
to process the death of someone they love.

Woodland is honored to serve more than a thousand
families every year. In our 185 years of experience, we
have found that avoiding the subject of death can end up
causing much more stress than having (what might be,
at worst) an awkward conversation.

Planning for the inevitable doesn’t have to be gloomy or
morbid.

You can take the time to
evaluate your options and make choices that make sense
for you. Pre-planning also offers us agency; the chance
to exert a little control over the uncontrollable. By being
willing to have that (possibly) awkward conversation,
you and your loved ones have the power to approach the
topic of mortality as a family matter instead of a family
crisis.
